 An excursion in May to one of our regional parks is a birding

bonanza. Garin/Dry Creek Regional Parks offer a variety of fine
locations for birding, including riparian habitat along Dry Creek,
oak woodland, abandoned orchards, a pond, a small marsh, and
open grassland.  It is a perfect time to catch both residents and
returning migrants busy with courtship, nesting, and raising
young. Time permitting, we’ll travel to the northwest entrance
(Zeile Creek) and walk the Garin Woods loop. Our bird list
should include thrushes, swallows, raptors, sparrows, finches,
woodpeckers, and many others.

To reach Garin, take Mission Blvd. in Hayward south to Garin
Ave. Turn left and proceed 0.7 miles to the park entrance ($5
parking fee). Bear right past the Park Office and park near the
creek. Meet at the Garin Barn Visitor Center which is across the
creek.

June 3, Sun., 8 a. m. - noon, Hayward Shoreline, Leader:

Join this half-day trip, starting at the parking lot at the end of
Winton Avenue for hoped for views of terns and possibly Black
Skimmers, out to the edge of the Bay. Michael hopes to recruit a
co-leader who is intimately familiar with the area and historical
sightings. There will be an easy walk past Cogswell Marsh, an
area rich in bird species and occasional surprises. This area is
wheelchair accessible with one or two obstacles at the gates.

The trip will continue at the Hayward Shoreline Interpretive
Center (HSIC). We will backtrack along Winton Ave. to Clawiter
Rd. Just before the overpass over SR-92, we will make a right
turn and an immediate left onto Breakwater Ave.. This also has a
level path along salt ponds and sloughs, out to the Bay . Bring
plenty of liquids and sun screen. A hat and windbreaker are
suggested.

Those wishing to stay later at the HSIC may want to view the
exhibit "Feathers and Physics – The Beautiful Science of Bird

Jun. 30-Jul. 1, 8 a. m., Sat.-Sun., Annual Mountain Campout,
Eagle Lake, Lassen National Forest, Leaders: Phil and
Pat Gordon.

Join us for an adventurous trip to the southeastern edge of the
Cascade Mountains in the Great Basin Region to search for local
avian life.

Saturday we will visit a variety of birding sites and habitats,
including Eagle Lake, coniferous forest, Great Basin sage flats,
meadow/marshes around Eagle Lake—and the not-to-be-missed
Ronald MacDonald Camp Trail!

Sunday we will spend time visiting more woodland areas
along the Susan River, in Janesville and its Iron Horse Trail,
Susanville, and, snow conditions permitting, nearby higher life
zones along the Janesville Grade above Honey Lake.

We will find several nesting bird species, including Ospreys,
always on the watch for their primary food-thieves (kleptopar-
sites) “American” Bald Eagle. We expect many Canada Goose
families, American White Pelicans and Western or Clark‘s Grebes
on the water. At Spalding Marsh we hope to find the population of
Black Terns. Forest possibilities include Blue Grouse, Mountain
Quail, Black-backed Woodpecker, Williamson’s Sapsucker,
Olive-sided and Hammond’s Flycatchers, Mountain Bluebird, and
Townsend’s Solitaire.

Four campgrounds can be found at the south end and a couple
at the north end of the lake. Some accommodations may be
available at the only community, Spalding Tract, along the
Northwest shore. Car camping for Eagle Lake may be available
through Reserve America by the time of our June trip at its
website: http://www.reserveamerica.com/ or by telephone,
800.444.7275. The leaders plan to camper-camp in Merrill
Campground. Merrill has many first come-first-served sites. Daily
fees are charged. Nearest motels are in Susanville (16 “curvy”
miles) or Westwood, closer to Lake Almanor (36 miles). Lodging
also may be available in smaller communities nearer Honey Lake
(Standish, Litchfield, Janesville, Milford).

Directions: It typically takes about 8 hours to drive from the
Bay Area to Eagle Lake by way of I-80 to Reno, US-395 to
Susanville, and the following directions to the lake. From
Susanville, follow SR-36 west (3mi.), turn right onto Eagle Lake
Rd. (CR-A1.) for about 13 miles, then right onto Gallatin Road
(CR-A1).  Follow the Forest Service signs to Gallatin Beach and
Marina. To reach Merrill Campground, continue about 3 miles on
Eagle Lake Road (now CR-201) clockwise around the lake.

On hearing the views of
proponents and opponents, the commission postponed the
decision until June.

A Review 
The idea of founding the Audubon Society 

originated with Dr. George Bird Grinnell of the 
Forest and Stream Pu blishing Co mpany, of New 
York. As a member of the American 
Ornithologists' Union, he had acquainted himself 
with all the facts bearing upon the destruction of 
birds and their rapid disappearance, and had 
given much study to the subject in all its aspects. 
The Union, while it laid stress upon the 
importance of public agitation for the preservation 
of our birds, declared plainly that it would not 
head such a movement. As experts, its memb ers 
felt warranted in giving time and knowledge freely, 
and in suggesting measures, but for the circulation 
of their suggestions to the general public, they 
appealed to philanthropists, societies and 
individuals. The papers on this subject read before 
the A. O. U. were of great interest, and were 
published as a supplement to Science. But it was 
reserved for Dr. Grinnell to take up the matter 
from the practical standpoint. Again it was not 
easy to calculate what it would cost to set on foot a 
popular movement for the protection of our birds. 
Most of the warmest friends of the movement held 
such exaggerated views of what it would cost, that 
all shrank from committing themselves to any 
share of the responsibility. To the business 
managers of the Forest and Stream it looked less 
formidable. They could estimate costs, and if 
necessary regulate them. They could use their own 
paper to scatter the seeds of the movement in 
every State of the Union; it was a movement 
calculated to secure the co-operation of the press; 
and seeing one of their own colleagues so anxious 
to set it afloat, they made the necessary 
appropriation. On the 13th of February, 1886, the 
Audubon Society was founded by Forest and 
Stream, and a  great number of the leading people 
of the country were called on to express their 
sentiments on the subject, or to aid the movement 
with their hearty co-operation. 

The first steps were naturally slow. Circulars were 
sent flying all over the country, and almost all the 
newspapers responded cordially to the invitation to 
help make the movement known. On April 19 the 
first supply of membership certificates was 
received from the printer, and by May 1st fifteen 
hundred of them had been issued. From that date 
to this present, every day's mail has brought 
applications for membership, until at the close of 
the year, and really only ten months after its 
foundation, the Society has a membership of 
twenty thousand. With the Audubon Magazine to 
add to the impetus of tile movement, there is every 
indication that the Society will go on prospering 
and increasing in numbers, until it shall reach far 
into the hundreds of thousands. It was 
incorporated under the laws of the State of New 
York, on August 6, 1886.
