Topic: Natural History of Birds in Ecuador
Presenter: Rudy Gelis

Ecuador is about the size of Colorado, yet nearly 1600 species
of birds have been recorded there. This hour-long presentation is
about how Rudy Gelis goes about exploring and studying this
diversity. Rudy has a wonderful collection of extraordinary
photographs, many of which are included in a new book he
recently coauthored, Plumas: Birds in Ecuador. We journey
across the country, from Pacific Choco rainforest to the Pacific
deserts, then to the Andes and their respective high mountain
landscapes and cloud forests, and finally to the Amazon Basin.
The talk is based around unique high quality bird photos, plus
anecdotal stories from several years of leading bird and natural
history tours and studying bird behavior in Ecuador and Peru.
Rudy has spent years traveling all over this beautiful country
photographing the most breathtaking plumages as well as rare and
endangered species. Natural history topics such as mixed species
flocking, endangered and endemic species, nesting and foraging
behavior, and biogeography distribution will be discussed.

Interestingly, both Ecuador and northern California have
Pacific coastal wetlands and marshes that are crucial as stopover
and wintering sites for more than two dozen shorebird species.
Also, Ecuador is home to 243 range-restricted endemics and, like
much of California is a densely populated agricultural center.

Rudy Gelis is an ornithologist with the Yanayacu Biological
Station in Cosanga, Ecuador, a researcher with many published
papers, and an educator at the university level. As the owner of
PlumaVerde Tours in Ecuador, he takes birdwatchers throughout
Ecuador to search for rare and endangered species.

Topic: Breeding Birds of Santa Clara County
Presenter: Bill Bousman

Bill Bousman’s presentation will report on the results of the
Santa Clara County Breeding Bird Atlas.  The Atlas was started in
1987, and it took 7 years to complete the field work.  Bill says that
the field work was great fun, but the rest was not so much fun!  In
the book, there are 177 species accounts, but Bill will not cover
every one in an hour’s talk (there should be big sigh of relief!).
The presentation builds a little bit on the book, taking advantage
of what you can do with a computer, showing the results for
representative species and a few rarities.  Much of what was
learned from the Diablo Range about breeding birds also applies
to birds living in southern Alameda County.

Bill Bousman is a retired aeronautical engineer and a longtime
member of the Santa Clara County Audubon Society. His popular
column in The Avocet titled “Field Notes” is a compilation of rare
bird sightings in Santa Clara County. Bill is currently the Santa
Clara County sub-regional editor for American Birds. He has
written an extensive history of 19th and 20th century local
ornithology that has been included as an appendix in the atlas.

Two Condors Presumed
Dead in Los Padres Fires

The following excerpts, from a letter sent to supporters of the
California Condor Sanctuary, report on the effects of recent fires
in coastal counties.

Two condors, a six year old and a three year old, are now
presumed dead and haven’t been seen since the fire. We had
picked up radio signals for one of these birds after the fire but
now believe these were not actually from the radio transmitter on
the bird and likely from some interference on the same channel.
We are at least fortunate that all biologists and captive condors
were safely evacuated before the fire burned the sanctuary. It is
also extraordinary that the wild chicks and their parents have
done so well.

I want to thank all of you who have made a donation to the
Condor Emergency Fund already. Together, we will rebuild the
Condor Sanctuary so that we can restore the California Condor to
the wild and enable this wonderful species to be removed from the
endangered species list.

Please help us tell the story by sharing this email with others
or post to web and blog sites and encourage them to sign up for
our email alerts and if they want to help they can make a donation
also. It is a great way to get involved and hear directly from our
biologists who are in turn directly working in the field. In the
months ahead we will continue to tell the story as we rebuild the
Condor Sanctuary.

Local Issues
¨ Pleasanton has two measures on the November ballot.

Measure QQ would move forward with the proposed 498 acre Oak
Hill park in the southeast portion of Pleasanton. Ohlone Audubon
helped create the park during the planning & scoping process. A
competing measure, PP, would protect Pleasanton hillsides from
grading and further development and might lead to a new law suit
and elimination of the Oak Hill development and park.

¨ Pleasanton will open its newest park, The Alviso Adobe
Park, on October 25. This park is several acres in size with very
mature Oaks and borders an additional stand of Oaks and
Sycamores on the Foothill road corridor. The additional 22 acres
of hillside Oak Savanna is in position to be exchanged to the
Alviso Adobe Park for development rights on a nearby parcel.

¨ The Zone 7 Stream Wise initiative which would have placed
a priority on specific streams and allocated resources for stream
side habitat restoration and stream management has run out of
funding. This initiative was over two years in the making but has
been starved to death. Zone 7 has no source of funding to kick off
the program. The agency is exploring fees from new development
and state grants as sources.

¨ The efforts to open a second review of the Russell City
Power Plant have resulted in a positive move by The Bay Area Air
Quality Management District (BAAQMD) . BAAQMD will be
asking the public to comment. This comment period may begin as
soon as Sept.14, and may be as short as 30 days. The California
State Fish and Game (CF&G) may have to declare a full biological
opinion as well. This effort is led by the Citizens Against Pollu-
tion.
